1. Cut tube at 90-degrees. Do not crush 0D of
tubing with cutters.

Hint: Slightly rotate cutter during

blade engagement.

2. Install PEX sleeve onto 0D of tubing. 3. Using an ASTM F1960 tube expander,
expand sleeve fully. Repeat expansions,
rotating expander 1/8-turn between
expansions. Note: To limit the amount of
time for tube compression onto fitting in
cold environments, expand the tube/sleeve
slowly and only enough to fully insert the

fitting. Keeping sleeves warm will speed
retraction and inhibit unequal expansion.
Use Milwaukee Tools M12 or M18 Cordless
ProPex® Expansion Tool for expanding
tubing. Milwaukee tools are sold through
Milwaukee distributors.

4. Insert fitting into expanded tube and
sleeve. Assure proper expansion so that
fitting is touching tube and sleeve. Hold fitting
in place until tube/sleeve memory constrict
annularly around the fitting.

5. The installation is complete with a visibly
secure connection. Remove defective
connections. Test completed joint.
